Please find enclosed information regarding your 2010 hunting adventure with Canadian Mountain Outfitters.  This letter is a quick summary of the most important details pertaining to your upcoming hunt.  Read through everything thoroughly.  You’ll find the Contract regarding your hunt with us this fall; if you have already signed it, this is your copy to keep.  If you have not signed it yet, or if the original contract was illegible, I have included two copies; keep one (the stapled copy) and send us the original (unstapled copy).  Complete and return the 2 page Client Information Sheet (we need this for purchasing your license/tags), Final Payment and/or Contract in the enclosed, self-addressed envelope by August.  The Equipment Checklist is provided, so that you do not forget anything; you’ll find 2 copies.  Leave one copy of the Summer Contact List with your family, should they need to contact you.  The Hunter Information Manual will give you detailed information for planning your hunt.  If you have any suggestions or comments for improvement(s), let me know.  

Complete the Canada Firearms Declaration Form, leaving it unsigned, and present it to Canada Customs, along with the $50 CDN fee, in Vancouver, BC, Toronto, ON or another border crossing if driving.  Don’t sign your name until you go through Canada Customs.  Regarding GST (Goods and Services Tax), we’ve only charged you 6% on the base hunt and trophy fees, as we are able to claim this GST rebate for our clients, on the short-term accommodations portion of our services, and 12% on license/tags, royalties, NRHPF and Aircharter costs,.  We assume that ½ of the total hunt price (this is the maximum allowed) is short-term lodging, which is GST Exempt and we claim it for you.  This is information just for your knowledge, and you don’t have to do anything regarding GST and Canada Customs.    
The Canadian Government charges a royalty fee for each animal harvested and all clients will be asked to pay this fee on their harvested animals.  The royalty fees are as follows (No GST due): Grizzly- $1,000; Sheep- $250; Goat- $150; Moose, Caribou & Elk- $125; Black Bear- $75; Wolf-$50.  Bring US Cash to pay for these fees.  For example, if a goat and moose is shot, the royalty cost is $150 + $125 = $275 total. Per the agreement in our hunt contract, if the average US/CDN exchange rate dropped below 1:1, the difference would be due in the final payment.  The average exchange rate has been One US Dollar = 1.01 – 1.07 Canadian Dollars in 2010, so there will likely be no adjustment or add’l fees due.

.  Your commercial flight from Smithers should be scheduled to leave on or after 

 
 I’ve asked you to arrive a day earlier than normal, to lessen the flying burden on our main hunt change days and in the event the airlines misplace your luggage (imagine that), it will not delay the flight into our area.  If you will need to leave earlier or later than your scheduled dates, please make arrangements with me prior to your arrival.  Because of Satellite phones, we will be able to make changes from camp if needed.  The cost of an unscheduled flight (leaving early or special meat flights) will be approximately $2,500 USD for a Cessna 185 or Wilga (2 people), $3,500 for a Beaver (3-4 people) and $5,000 USD for an Otter (5-7 people).  This cost can be split with whoever may need to leave early.  Bring extra money or a credit card, as you’ll pay the Aircharter Company directly for any early/unscheduled flights.      
If you need additional information or have questions, while I’m in camp, contact my parents, Lee & Cathie Martin, OR: (541) 333-2304.  All hunts are to be paid in full, before the hunt commences, as it is very difficult to do banking and complicated business from camp.  Please remember to bring along Trophy/Harvest Fees and Moose Meat Handling Fees, where applicable, including GST, plus Royalties, in the form of traveler’s check(s), bank/certified check or cash (preferred), plus cash or traveler’s checks for tipping the crew. If you have not booked your flight to Smithers yet, I’d recommend talking with Evelyn Harder, Travel Canada, Saskatchewan: (877) 608-3500 or Doug Gray, Gracy Travel, TX (800) 299-8558.  Both are familiar with hunters’ needs regarding International Air Travel.  If you have other questions about US air travel, call TSA:  866-289-9673 or www.tsatraveltips.us.  If you have your own agent, you wish to use air miles, or would like to book your own flights online, that is fine, but allow enough time for plane transfers (I recommend a minimum of 2-3 hours when going through customs).  Be prepared to change your departure date out of Smithers should weather or unforeseen circumstances arise; airlines charge a fee for this service.  Make sure you have a way of changing your flight dates, with minimal hassle and cost.  Enclosed is an application for Global Rescue: www.globalrescue.com.  It is a service worth considering, especially if you travel outside the US.  I subscribe to and recommend it to our clients.  A similar and recommended service is www.medjetassist.com.  Also, make sure your health insurance policy covers anything that could happen during your Canadian trip.  Hopefully, you won’t ever need to use either service.  After booking your flight, reserve a room at the Hudson Bay Lodge (best) or the Stork Nest Inn, for the night(s) spent in Smithers, before flying to camp and for the night you fly back to Smithers, before you fly home.  The Hudson Bay Lodge will provide a shuttle service to/from the airport and the Tyhee Lake floatplane dock.  Upon arrival to your hotel, call our expeditor/pilot:  Mac and Judi Blackwell (Ootsa Air) as they will give you names of the other CMO hunters & will tell you the departure time for your flight.  
Upon completion of your hunt, you will get your trophy(s) Compulsory Inspected in Smithers or you will leave them at our base camp.  If you get them inspected in Smithers, we will have someone to assist you with this process.  If you choose to bring meat and/or trophies back to the US, as checked luggage, I recommend checking with US Customs (360) 988-2971 (Sumas, WA) for current export/transport requirements, as they can change.  Since you’ll be crossing the border less than 30 days from your hunt, your License/tags, Compulsory Inspection Form (yellow) and Hunter Declaration Form (pink) act as an export permit.  Some of our sheep and goat hunters choose to take their trophies with them.  For larger animals (moose, elk & caribou), my recommendation is to have Doug Roffers, Roffer’s Taxidermy Studios (see enclosed brochure), in conjunction with Brian Kadrmas, Dakota Taxidermy, arrange to have them delivered to the US.  This is the fastest and most economical method and.  Doug is my personal taxidermist and one of the best I know.  Dakota Taxidermy is excellent also.  After your trophy arrives at Doug’s shop, he can mount and ship the finished mount(s) to you or he can ship the dried skins and head to your taxidermist.  If you decide to use this service, complete the enclosed taxidermy form before leaving base camp and/or Smithers.  Fill in your Hunting License (NRH #), Species Tags (NRS #), CI number (you’ll get his in Smithers), personal and contact information.  Leave this form with someone we designate in Smithers, who will be looking after the skins and trophies, before they are picked up in Oct.  Grizzly and Wolf hides/skulls require a CITES export permit, before they can be taken back to the US, so you have to leave them in Canada
If you have any other questions, you can leave a message on my cell phone voicemail: (250) 317-5525 or call my family in Oregon (541) 333-2304.  Starting in late July, I will have Satellite Phone access only.  It is a portable, handheld Globalstar or Iridium phone, and it is not turned on, except to make calls.   I check my voice messages daily.  I will have some Satellite/internet computer service at the Upper Stikine River Base camp, but not on a regular basis.  When calling my cell phone/voice mail number, leave your name, a detailed message and a return phone number(s).  If the message is urgent, contact my family first, my Sat Phone and the Expeditor/Aircharter Company (Ootsa Air).  

Upon arriving home, please email me a high resolution photo(s) of each animal harvested.  Even better, send me a photo CD, with all photos taken, including camp, people and scenery photos we can use in our brochure, website and future newsletter.  If you are sheep hunting, you should become a member of the Wild Sheep Foundation (www.wildsheepfoundation.org) and Grand Slam (www.wildsheep.org).  Thanks again for booking with us.  We look forward to seeing you this fall and hope your trip meets or exceeds your expectations.
